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Understand the meaning of any unfamiliar 
words before reading any further - see the 
DEFINITIONS on page 2 o f this issue.

Whenever a person has a confused idea of something or believes there is some conflict 
of ideas, IT IS ALWAYS TRUE THAT A MISUNDERSTOOD WORD EXISTS AT THE 
BOTTOM OF THAT CONFUSION.

AT THE BOTTOM OF ALL ALTERATION OF MEANING OR ACTION IS A MIS­
UNDERSTOOD WORD.

STUPIDITY IS THE EFFECT OF MISUNDERSTOOD WORDS.
The misunderstood word is the make up of human relations, the mind and subjects. 

It establishes aptitude and lack of aptitude and its what psychologists have been trying 
to test for years without recognizing what it was. It’s the definitions of words, the mis­
understood word. That’s all it goes back to and it produces such a vast panorama of 
mental effects that it, itself, is the prime factor involved with stupidity and the prime 
factor involved with many other things. The basic law that “at the bottom of all altera­
tion of meaning or action is the misunderstood word” at once explains why communi­
cation, ideas or application become falsified, twisted and corrupted.

Certain physiological reactions are brought about through a misunderstood word. It 
gives one a distinctly blank or a washed out feeling. A not-there feeling and a sort of 
hysteria will follow in the back of that. Also, the manifestation of “blow” (Blow: a 
colloquialism for a sudden departure. It is usually used to describe either the sudden 
dissipation of mass in the mind with an accompanying feeling of relief, or someone leav­
ing, ceasing to be where he should really be, or just ceasing to be audited) stems from a
misunderstood word.

If a person didn’t have misunderstood words, his talent might or might not be present 
but his doingness would be present. We can’t say that Joe would paint as well as Bill if 
both were unaberrated in the field of art, but we can say that the inability of Joe to

understand and that is followed by an inability to act in the field of arts. It is very im­
portant because it tells you what happens to doingness and that the restoration of doing­
ness depends only upon the restoration of understanding of the misunderstood word.

SIMPLE WORDS
You might suppose at once that it is the BIG words or the technical words which are 

most misunderstood. This is NOT the case. On actual test, it was English, simple words 
and NOT Dianetics and Scientology words which prevented understanding.

Words like “a” , “the” , “such” and other “everybody knows” words show up with
great frequency when doing a Method 2 Word Clearing.

It is almost incredible to see that a university graduate has gone through years and 
years of study of complex subjects and yet does not know what “or” or “an” means. It 
has to be seen to be believed. Yet, when cleaned up, his whole education turns from a
solid mass of question marks to a clean useful view.

A test of school children in Johannesburg once showed that intelligence DECREASED 
with each new year of school. The answer to the puzzle was simply that each year they 
added a few dozen more crushing misunderstood words onto an already confused
vocabulary that no one ever got them to look up.

The subject of Psychology began its texts by saying they did not know what the word 
means. So the subject itself never arrived. Professor Wundt of Leipzig University in 
1879 perverted the item. It really means just “a study (ology) of the soul (psyche)” But 
Wundt, working under the eye of Bismarck, the greatest of German military Fascists, 
at the height of German war ambitions, has to deny man had a soul. So there went the 
subject. Men were, thereafter, animals (it is all right to kill animals) and Man had no soul, 
so the word psychology could no longer be defined.

THE EARLIEST MISUNDERSTOOD WORD IN A SUBJECT IS THE KEY TO 
LATER MISUNDERSTOOD WORDS IN THAT SUBJECT.

Then comes words like “a” , “the” , and other simple English words as the next words 
that read. (Read: a reaction which occurs on an Electro Meter when an auditor is doing 
Word Clearing.)

In studying a foreign language it is often found that the grammer words of one’s own 
language that tell about the grammer in the foreign language are basic to not being able 
to learn the foreign language.

STRANGE IDEAS
Every green body of students will argue and fuss about ideas or confusions in the

directions or material they are given to read.
They will generate weird ideas and erroneous concepts of what the text says. They do 

wrong things and say the text said to. They ask strange ideas of their instructions. They
clamour for “clarification”. _ _ _

AND AT THE BOTTOM OF ALL THIS IS MISUNDERSTOOD WORDS.
There is not also misunderstood ideas. There is only the misunderstood word which 

breeds, then, huge towering wrong ideas.

TO THE SGIENT0L06V DICTIONARY
by L.R01 Hubbard

One of the biggest barriers to learning a new subject is its 
nomenclature, meaning the set of terms used to describe 
the things it deals with. A subject must have accurate labels 
which have exact meanings before it can be understood and 
communicated.

If I were to describe parts of the body as “thingamabobs” 
and “whatsernames” , we would all be in a confusion, so 
the accurate naming of something is a very important part 
of any field.

A student comes along and starts to study something and 
has a terrible time of it. Why? Because he or she not only 
has a lot of new principles and methods to learn, but a 
whole new language as well. Unless the student understands 
this, unless he or she realizes that one has to “know the 
words before one can sing the tune”, he or she is not going 
to get very far in any field of study or endeavour.

Now I am going to give you an important datum:
The only reason a person gives up a study or becomes 

confused or unable to learn is because he or she has gone 
past a word that was not understood.

The confusion or inability to grasp or learn comes 
AFTER a word that the person did not have defined and

41

understood.
Have you ever had the experience of coming to the end 

of a page and realizing you didn’t know what you had 
read? Well, somewhere earlier on that page you went past 
a word that you had no definition for.

Here’s an example. “ It was found that when the crepu-
scule arrived the children were quieter and when it was not
present, they were much livelier.” You see what happens.
You think you don’t understand the whole idea, but the
inability to understand came entirely from the one word
you could not define, crepuscule which means twilight or 
darkness.

This datum about not going past an undefined word is 
the most important fact in the whole subject of study. 
Every subject you have taken up and abandoned had its 
words which you failed to get defined.

Therefore, in studying Scientology be very, very certain 
you never go past a word you do not fully understand. If 
the material becomes confusing or you can’t seem to grasp 
it, there will be a word just earlier that you have not under­
stood. Don’t go any further, but go back to BEFORE you 
got into trouble, find the misunderstood word and get it 
defined.

That is why we have a dictionary. IT WILL NOT ONLY 
BE THE NEW AND UNUSUAL WORDS THAT YOU WILL 
HAVE TO LOOK UP. SOME COMMONLY USED WORDS 
CAN OFTEN BE MISDEFINED AND SO CAUSE CON­
FUSION. SO DON’T DEPEND ON OUR DICTIONARY 
ALONE. USE A GENERAL ENGLISH LANGUAGE
