People have been usable to define release to their own satisfaction. I find 
now a RELEASE n  a person who has been able to back out o f his “b a n k ” 
The bank is still there but the person isn't sank into it with all its soma tics 
and depressions The person has been released from his reactive mind. He 
may go into it again but it feels good to be out o f it. His IQ and ability rises 
and he is far more effective in changing Ids environment into a better one. 
The state is beyond homo sapiens by considerable.

In their understandable enthusiasm—they fed so much better and bigger 
and stronger-a release sometimes seeks additional acknowledgement by re­
questing a further release check. However, one can't possibly upgrade stages 
1 to 2. etc., without the actual processing.

Why? Because a key out is just that, 
a key out. Just because one no longer 
has a tiger in his lap does not mean the 
tiger has vanished. He's merely stepped 
out into the hall. In the course o f life 
somebody is going to leave the door 
open. The tiger won’t come back into 
one’s lap but he’ll sure sit on the rug 
and sneer. Key out means there’s still 
a tiger. Release means he’s away. One 
first stage can be more released than 
another first stage. The tiger is further 
off.

But when you start upgrading num­
bers (1st, 2nd, 3rd, etc.) you are 
talking about less tiger.

There’s less bank.
First Stage removes a few tiger 

whiskers and the sneer. That’s the 
locks going. The tiger is near or tar— 
that means more or less First Stage, it 
doesn’t mean there’s less tiger.

Second Stage removes the tiger’s misemotion and his front claws. The 
tiger can now be near or far but he is that much tiger. He can be so far away 
one is sure he has vanished. But he’s just far. He remains that much tiger 
(minus whiskers, sneer, temper and front claws), he just isn’t evident

CLEARING

So one has to handle Mr. Tiger once and for all, run the 
total R6 bank and become a Sth Stage Release.

This is Clear. The preclear (still a pre clear) has to be able 
to audit to make it. it can't be done for him, that was the 
hitch. All the lower levels can be done for him but not 
this level. That's a technical fact. The preclear has to be 
able to handle Scientology technology to handle his own 
bank.

But at its end, MAGIC. There's the state of clear we’ve 
sought for all these years. Now, and only now, with a bit ot 
reorientation can one be CLEAR. No more tiger. He is not 
near or far. He doesn't exist. And one can go on for the 
trillions.

But the state of Clear is not Operating Thetan any more 
than a baby is a Man.

Operating Thetan is several levels above Clear.
RELEASE AND THE REACTIVE MIND

Early on my pcs went keyed out clear and went away. 
They stayed that way a long time.

They were sure they had attained the zenith.
• Today we are going to have the same problem.

A Release is going to feel sure he has gone up In number 
of Release when it’s only the tiger out to lunch.

1 am the last one to throw cool water over anyone's 
head about Release. But I have a passion for stating truth 
as I know it when I know it. You can always depend on 
that. It's not always popular but it's honest.

Some people also get frightened of ridding themselves 
of a Reactive Mind. Having looked it all over now I can 
state that it is as much use as a sewer in the living room. 
It says the bad is good and the good is bad! It's a slave 
maker and “stupidifier" and a body killer. Any time you 
think it has value imagine trying to swim in the city dump 
or trying to fly with an anvil in each pocket, all the while 
saying, “this is exactly the right thing to do.”

These are the only ways to go up in number as a Release.
To obtain FIRST STAGE RF.LEASE, one must have had 

lower grade auditing. This removes the locks (the distressful 
moments of life) off the Reactive Mind. As these pinned 
one to it, one can now get out of it.

To obtain SECOND STAGE RELEASE, one must have 
been run on the highest of the Power Processes.

To obtain THIRD STAGE RELEASE, one has to tackle 
the beings, places and subjects one has long detested. And 
when these are gone one isn’t likely to be called back into 
the Reactive Mind very soon as bits of his daily life don't 
remind him of beings, places and subjects he once detested.

To obtain FOURTH STAGE RELEASE, one has to take 
the lock end words off the R6 bank, lie has to be an R6 
Auditor himself to do this properly. With these done, the 
R6 bank is left on its naked basics and one can be very 
free of it for quite a while.

But now we are down to the concrete and bedrock.
To obtain a FIFTH STAGE RF.LEASE, one has to have 

run out the whole remaining Reactive Mind. We are awfully 
lucky to have the combination to the vault as it’s been shut 
thoroughly for the trillions. And I assure you

(1) It can be done and
(2) It was pure hell going it blind when I was trying to 

find it. It took several years and thousands of hours of re­
search auditing to just find the pattern o f it.

Now understand, at each of these stages one‘has to go 
unrelease to make it to the next stage release. This requires 
guts-and faith.

Come 
out wherever you are.” So a way that is cooked up to avoid 
this further combat is to pretend an upgrade in number of 
release without the hard work and scratches necessary to 
honestly achieve it.

Add to all tliis that one has a present time, and a body to 
receive the slings and arrows and one sees that it is a com­
plex picture.

But we have the way. It is the way.
Many will come along selling the frightened the idea that 

one can leap up those numbers without pain or toil or 
auditing by flexing one^ chest or eating wheaties or praying. 
But that isn't the WAY. There’s no bridge there.

Tile main point that will be stumbled on is this: Nobody 
has any real reality on how high up these states are or how 
utterly tall Clear really is.

THE REAL ROAD
Man looks for the quick way, the one-shot way, the 

needle and rocket to sudden glory. CLEAR takes now an 
exact progress over exact levels. And the way is not long 
really.

CLEAR CAN BE ATTAINED. And further it is being 
attained right this minute by many.

This discovery came out of a survey of the only things 
that could balk a case. These also are the main things an 
auditor has to be careful about in pcs. Further study 
revealed the state of release to be available on each of these 
points and that therefore, both to make releases and better 
trained auditors, these were fitted in to the Gradation Chart 
in natural sequence as the dominant points stressed on each 
level.

Therefore you are releasing the person on certain sub­
jects at each grade. The scale can then be written like this:

In earlier material and lectures the terms “ 1st Stage 
Release*' indicated a person released anywhere between 
Level Zero and Level IV, “ Second Stage Release” indicated 
a Power Process Release, a “Third Stage Release*’ was one 
made by orientation processes [Power Plus or VA today] 
and a “ Fourth Stage Release” meant one made by R6EW 
[Solo or Grade VI]. This was before I found that the 
additional levels were important or obtainable. Without 
wiping out the meaning of these stages, we will simply 
cease to use them to designate releases and designate by 
GRADES. We will then use the exact processes of the 
grades that obtain the state of release for the preclear 
and thus keep things straight. (“Grade” and “Level” 
are the same but when one is a pc one has a grade, and 
when one has a LEVEL one is studying its data.)

GRADES 1970
In 1969 we reissued Dianetics as Standard Dianetics, 

much refined, sleeker and much more workable. That was 
the second time there had been in recent times a very 
great improvement in the subject of the Technology.

The first action on this, of couise, was many many years 
ago when we came out with Clear and OT Grades. It be­
came apparent after a while that this needed a very highly 
precise, highly developed form of auditing. So I developed 
and released the Class VIII materials and trained quite a few 
Class VIIIs. The Class VIII materials were basically intended 
to help out the Clear and OT Levels.

Then I went completely to the opposite end of the spec­
trum and I developed and released Standard Dianetics which 
you saw in 1969.

And now in 1970 you are right here at the opening guns 
of the revival and restandardization of Scientology Lower 
Grades. Lower Grades Expanded is what this development 
is. And it gives us an enormous width and an enormous 
breadth to the subject between Dianetics and Clear and OT.

THE DEVELOPMENT

So what you see right now is a revival of the particular 
strata of technology and it is all the technology which exists 
between Dianetics and Clear. It is a large span o f materials. 
A lot of old timers will be very glad to hear this and a lot 
of new comers will be relieved when they realize the 2Vi 
minutes which they had spent on this particular band 
should have been more like 50-100 hours.

Now the best way to handle this is just get them checked 
and have Expanded Lower Grades run if you are at all 
doubtful in any way at all as to having made them.

NEW WAY TO CASE SUPERIVSE
Now, I will not say that this is simply old material which 

is being revived. That is too simplified a statement. Natural­
ly there is a way to case supervise this which is brand new 
and which gets a person into a very high condition and then 
shoots him even higher. But we are utilizing this material 
which has been for some years referred to as “old” or “not 
used any more” or “historical” or “gone” or something like 
that. Actually none of the processes which were developed 
over those years are useless and the bulk of them are 
vitally necessary.

OT VII AND V m
You will also be very glad to know that just as soon as 

I am very sure that we have Lower Grades Expanded back 
into Scientology Class IV Orgs and just as soon as I am sure 
that the Saint Hills are in fully operative condition and are 
teaching all those materials as they should why we will re- 

* lease OT VII and OT VIII. [Note: OT VII has since been 
released. /  I have done them but I am not releasing them 
until we have Lower Grades Expanded fully worked over. 
aOne thing at a time” is the motto on which I am operating.

So these are very good tidings and I'm very glad to be 
able to give them to you because recently in just the last year 
or two I have run into some people who had the idea that 
lower grades were something that were given quickly and 
you got rid of those very rapidly. That isn’t true. They 
aren’t. Actually, the distance between man in the street 
and a humanoid is sim ply, Dianetics up to what you call 
Grade IV of the lower grades. By the time anybody got to 
Grade IV why he should have quite a distance between 
himself and the fellow walking out there on the street. He 
certainly should no longer be a humanoid.

WHAT TO DO
What I wish you would do is get trained up. 

Don’t just sit back and relax and get processed 
and wait for something to happen. Get trained 
up, ready yourself up, know what you’re talking 
about. Use Standard Dianetics, Expanded Lower 
Grades o f Scientology, Clear and the OT Levels 
to move it on up the line. Because you have a 
whole society that is going down hill rapidly. It is 
up to us to pick it up.

levels if toiling
Someone is needed to deliver these Levels of 

Auditing. You learn to do this in Scientology pastoral 
training. To gain the freedom of the level, you should 
be audited on it as a preclear; but to gain the ability 
to  handle that part of the Reactive Mind in others in 
your environment, you should be trained on that 
level. After each level, you do the theory and practical 
drills first. Then you do auditing under Standard Case 
Supervision as an intern. Only after this point are you 
fully qualified on the level.

DIANETICS
Dianetics, the sub-study of Scientology which 

handles spiritually induced psychosomatic ills by ad­
dress of the spirit, is usually the first gradient. At this 
level, you as a theological student will have the chance 
to learn all about the mind and its relationship to the 
spirit and the body. You will learn to run Dianetic 
pastoral counseling procedures on another person, 
relieving him of unwanted spiritually induced sensa­
tions, pains, aches, misemotions and attitudes.

Dianetic Internship 
You now intern on Dianetics until flubless on all 

Dianetic actions.
SCIENTOLOGY LEVELS 

Level 0
When you complete this level, you will be able to 

release another on the subject of communication. To 
do this, you learn all about communication. You

Here you learn to release another from problems. 
You will learn to give auditing questions and com­
mands without adding anything else to them. This is 
“ muzzled” auditing. You learn to do basic processes 
which pull the preclear out of his problems and into 
his present time environment.

Level II
On Level II you will learn about Overts and With­

holds (see definitions on page 2) and how to guide 
a person into talking about them. The processes you 
learn at this level make a Relief Release, one who is 
relieved of the regrets of past actions.

Level III
Level III deals with ARC and ARC Breaks. You 

learn to  use prepared lists of things that may be 
bothering your preclear and how to produce a Free­
dom Release—someone who can now face the future, 
easily experience change, and allow others to be the 
way they are. • Level IV

At Level IV, you learn to handle a preclear’s Reac­
tive Mind very directly. You will learn to  find and 
handle what non-survival computations the person is 
using to try to make himself right and others wrong.

' It just happens that this development isn’t much 
of a development really because all it consists of is that 
everything that was done with and about Scientology hap­
pens to be basic material. It isn’t historical material. It 
isn’t background material. It isn’t this and it isn’t that. It 
is simply basic factual material. People over a period of 
time got so they were calling this “background” and “old” 
and so on. And as a result they began to give Lower Grades 
rather sketchily. There are people around who have not 
properly made their lower grades and who actually have 
not achieved all they could achieve in that particular field 
or zone. And there even are some people who have moved 
up toward OT who are having a great deal of difficulty 
making it simply because they went through their lower 
grades too fast.

THE REVIVAL
Well, of course lower grades today amount to much 

more than they have for a long time. But the Classification 
Chart calls for certain definite abilities and those abilities 
are not gainable in 2Vi minutes or 20 minutes from Grades 
0-IV. Those are just “ Quickie Grades” and a better look at 
this thing is that it actually is a lot of hours. I don't know 
how many processes there are that are actually run from 
Grade 0 to Grade IV but by putting those all in we get 
what you might call Lower Grades Expanded.

These Expanded Lower Grades run in a sort of harmonic 
into the OT levels so that you can actually pick them up 
again In the OT levels. But they can all be put right in the 
first place.

GRADE II RELEASE: This is the level dealing with things the 
preclear has done and then w ithheld from  telling others. When 
he has finished this level, he is a Relief Release, relieved from the 
hostilities and sufferings o f  life. He can now  cause things without 
fear o f hurting others, is willing for o thers to  be cause over him, 
and is willing for others to  be cause over others w ithout feeling 
the need to  intervene.

D1ANET1C CASE COMPLETION: When a person completes 
this level, he is free from  physical pain and misemotion. He 
is a tru ly  well and  happy hum an being.

LIFE REPAIR: The preclear * life is repaired, and he becomes 
aware o f truth and the way to  personal freedom. He knows 
what road to  take in life -he  is free from a condition o f no 
hope for change or the future.

ARC STRAIGHTWIRE RELEASE: The preclear's ability to  
recall past affinity , reality and com m unication is rehabilitated. 
He now  knows th a t he w on 't get any worse; he is free from  
deterioration as a being.

GRADE I RELEASE: At this level the preclear is run on many 
processes, some like the above directly addressing things in the 
environment. The preclear becomes more able to  confront what 
exists in present tim e, and becomes able to  recognize the source 
of problems and make them  vanish. He doesn't now  have any 
problems, bu t he feels free about others having problems and 
can recognize the source o f them .

BRIDGE
THE BRIDGE is a term originating in Dianetic 

days to symbolize travel from unknowingness to 
revelation. It itself is based on the mystic’s 
Abyss allegory wherein a wide, deep chasm is 
seen to separate a lower state of existence and a 
higher plateau of perfection; many attempting to 
attain the higher plateau do not, but fall instead 
into the abyss. We conceive Scientology as a 
bridge between the lower and higher state, a 
thing hitherto lacking. The bridge could be seen 
to exist as several linked spans, each one of 
which could be called a level. The lowest level is 
the approach to the bridge from the lower state 
of existence, and higher levels one by one lead on 
to the higher plateau. This allegoryi is easily 
communicated and is quite true. Man has lacked, 
then, a bridge that any could travel. Scientology 
is the first bridge. It is complete, detailed and safe.

There still exists the danger of attempting, 
say, to start travelling the bridge from Level IV. 
In trying to start from Level IV, one omits 
recognition of being at Level 0 and travelling 
Levels I, II and III. This drops the person into the 
abyss. Therefore the Gradation Programme is the 
road map over the bridge and reduces the danger 
of crossing the abyss and makes a successful 
negotiation of the bridge a comparatively easy 
thing. By not providing explicit and detailed di­
rections for its travel, the bridge would soon be 
lost and later efforts to negotiate it after we 
have succeeded would fail utterly. The targets 
of all religions, mysticism, spiritualism, meta­
physics, and all other studies, hopes and ambi­
tions that Man has had are summarized and ob­
tainable to their full feasibility in crossing this
b rid tte . W e f in d  ou rse lves th e  so le  guardians of I 
the only bridge between th e  lo w e r ana th e
highest states of existence—an ambitious state­
ment, but one which becomes real to the student 
of such efforts as he effects his own crossing of 
the bridge. The Gradation Programme therefore I 
could be called the “Road Map Across the 
Bridge” and if we would preserve the bridge I 
we must then preserve the Gradation Programme I 
and frown on violations of it in the knowledge 
that such violations will drop many more into 
the Abyss than would isolatedly be speeded 
across. Let us not apathetically shrug away the I 
responsibility for accomplishing the hopes of I 
Man, but keep for him a bridge which he can 
travel to reach a higher and far happier state of I 
existence, with similar resultant improvements I 
in his societies, thus carrying him away from the I 
inhumanity and barbarity with which he has been I 
forced, through lack of enlightenment, to handle I 
his affairs. Man’s complete destruction would 
surely follow our forgetfulness.. Therefore the I
